 Georgia boasts an extensive system 
of railroads, a world-class inter-
national airport, ever-expanding 
ports, and an enviable system of 

interstates and highways that take you from 
Rabun Gap to Tybee Light and beyond. Today, 
however, we face the all-too-real possibility 
that this transportation system could come to 
a grinding halt. We simply have not made the 
necessary investments in planning, building 
or funding. 

The Georgia Chamber of Commerce 
has joined with over 100 key stakeholders, 
including the Metro Atlanta Chamber of 
Commerce and the Association of County 
Commissioners of Georgia, to form the Get 
Georgia Moving Coalition – an organization 
focused on creating a sustainable funding 
system for Georgia’s transportation needs. 

Our state has one of the nation’s fastest 
growing populations, yet our investment in 
transportation infrastructure has lagged well 
behind the national average. A recent report 

by Governor Sonny Perdue’s task force on 
transportation funding stated that our state 
could lose some 320,000 new jobs and $500 
billion in economic benefit unless we can 
identify up to $160 billion for new transporta-
tion investments that will increase mobility 
and improve freight and logistics corridors 
over the next 20 years.   

While the Georgia Department of  
Transportation does what it can to address 
priorities, it’s not enough to make the kind  
of impact our state needs and deserves,  
nor will it ever be without significant change. 
The Georgia Chamber of Commerce is  
committed to working with our state’s  
leaders to solve this transportation crisis.  
We are hopeful that a new source of funding 
will soon be identified and we will remain an  
active voice in the planning process once 
that occurs. We believe that solutions are 
possible, and that an innovative, multimodal 
statewide plan will positively impact Georgia 
employers, employees and families.

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 When the Georgia Chamber of  
Commerce asked its members  
to reveal their top business  
challenges, the increasing cost of 

health care ranked higher than taxes, employee 
recruitment or even competition. Georgia 
employers make difficult, time-consuming de-
cisions every day regarding the quality and cost 
of coverage for their employees. Armed with 
this knowledge, we began to work in earnest to 
identify feasible measures that could make a 
positive impact on the state of health care. 

One of the easiest ways to improve our 
health care system is to insist on access  
to timely, accurate and user-friendly  
information about quality and cost. This  
will help both employers and employees 
understand the true value and cost of  
health care benefits. Such transparency will 
result in a more competitive environment. 

Of course, paramount to the “right to 
know” should always be a consumer’s right 

to privacy. Equally important is an employer’s 
right to choose and design health benefit 
plans that best meet their needs. The Georgia 
Chamber believes that “one size fits all” 
solutions take away much-needed flexibility. 
In addition, government mandates regarding 
coverage typically result in not only higher 
costs, but also fewer employers offering 
health care benefits for their employees. 

The Georgia Chamber of Commerce is 
committed to working to reduce the ranks of 
the uninsured and underinsured. No matter 
what the reason may be, the impact of an un-
insured population is felt universally through 
increased costs. A number of viable options 
exist to address this growing challenge while 
keeping overall costs down, including support 
for free clinics and other community resourc-
es, creation of a high-risk pool, clarification 
of the law regarding payroll deductions and 
ensuring appropriate reimbursement for 
service provided by PeachCare or Medicaid. 

health care

The rising cost of health care 
is one of the most challeng-
ing issues facing business 
owners. A recent survey of 
Georgia Chamber members 
indicated that health care 
was a top priority no matter 
what part of the state the re-
spondent was from, or which 
industry they represented.  

The Chamber is focused 
on creating solutions that 
take into account the needs 
of employers, employees, 
insurers and providers. 
Recognizing that most people 
depend on their employer 
for coverage, our policies 
support a reduction or elimi-
nation of costly legislative 
mandates and the preser-
vation of a system where 
employers can make their 
own decisions on how to meet 
their employees’ needs.

Need for Trauma Care Funding
Due to inadequate funding of hospitals and 
physicians, Georgia’s trauma death rate is higher 
than the national average. Improving to just that 
level could save as many as 700 lives every year. 
Georgia currently has only 15 trauma care  
centers. This is half the number needed given 
the state’s size and population. While the  
General Assembly has made incremental  
progress in this area, a sustainable funding  
solution has yet to be identified. Many Georgians 
live as far away as 100 miles from the nearest 
trauma center, making it nearly impossible for 
them to reach assistance within the “golden 
hour” when most lives are saved. 

2008 health care Committee
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The Georgia Chamber will continue to support health care solutions that consider the 
needs of both employers and employees as well as programs to reduce the number of 
under- and uninsured. We oppose legislative fees that would increase costs for business.

 On February 6, 2008, Governor 
Sonny Perdue signed Georgia’s 
first ever statewide water plan into 
law. Aimed at ensuring Georgians’ 

continued access to adequate supplies of 
clean, quality water, the plan is the culmina-
tion of years of hard work by government 
and business leaders, including members of 
the Georgia Chamber of Commerce.  

Approved by overwhelming, bi-partisan, 
geographically diverse margins in the  
General Assembly, the plan’s key objectives 
support the state’s growing economy, protect 
the health of our citizens, preserve our 
natural resources, and aim to enhance our 
quality of life.  

The first step is the creation of 10 regional 
water councils, each of which will work over 
the next three years to analyze the amount 
of water currently available in local streams, 
rivers and other sources. They will then 
determine how best to manage and conserve 
those resources and develop plans that take 

into consideration how future growth will 
be accommodated. Each water council will 
consist of 25 members appointed by the 
Governor, Lieutenant Governor and Speaker 
of the House. The Chamber has offered a list 
of recommended participants to assist in the 
appointment process.  

Now that a plan has passed, the Georgia 
Chamber’s focus will shift to assisting the 
state with its implementation. We will be 
reaching out to the Georgia Department of 
Natural Resources Environmental Protection 
Division to offer assistance as they work to 
make sure the plan is carried out in full, on 
time and within budget. The Georgia Cham-
ber also remains committed to finding long-
term solutions to the state’s current and 
future water needs. While we are proud of all 
that has been accomplished, we also realize 
there is much more work to do – including 
reaching out to our neighboring states with 
whom we share rivers and who are just as 
focused on providing for their own citizens.

2008 energy and environment Committee
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The Chamber supported successful measures to establish consistent standards for 
water restrictions during times of drought, create a fund for the construction of water 
reservoirs, and to offer a sales tax “holiday” for the purchase of water efficient products.  

The Georgia Chamber also supports the implementation of a statewide energy plan that  
will address business needs while encouraging conservation and environmental protection. 
The plan should include traditional energy sources, biomass and renewable alternatives.



 T axation has been, and probably always 
will be, a hot-button issue in state and 
local governments, and Georgia is 
no exception. The Georgia Chamber 

recognizes the impact of global competition 
on businesses and supports proposals that 
encourage job creation and retention in our 
state. Businesses are the key to bringing jobs, 
economic development and an improved quality 
of life for us all. We understand that business 
investment decisions are seldom made in a 
vacuum, and are instead based on a number  
of economic and quality of life variables.

In the 2008 legislative session, the Georgia 
Chamber worked to ensure the passage of 
pro-business, pro-job tax proposals designed 
to benefit employers and employees, property 
owners and consumers. The Integrated Plant 
Theory bill was signed into law to exempt 
sales tax on replacement parts for machinery 
needed for the manufacturing process and for 
pollution eliminating machinery, encouraging 
modernization and investment in environ-
mentally friendly technologies. An Energy 
Tax Cap was also passed to effectively limit 
the state tax on the purchase of energy by 
manufacturers, and the time period for which 
companies could use tax credits for allowing 
employees to telecommute was extended. 

The Georgia Forest Land Protection Act of 
2008 provides for long-term conservation  
of Georgia’s forests by keeping the tax burden 
fair for private landowners who wish to keep 
their property forested, encouraging invest-
ment in timber and forest property. Other bills 
such as sales tax holidays and film production 
tax credits were also passed into law.

The Georgia Chamber supports a balanced 
tax policy that draws revenue from a broad 
base without relying disproportionately on 
business revenues, and encourages the  
location and expansion of businesses in  
Georgia. In the future, such tax policy will 
foster a stable, predictable and competitively 
neutral revenue system that will encourage 
our state’s economic growth, entrepreneur-
ship and prosperity for years to come.
