
Delivering legislative success
The 2011 session of the Georgia General Assembly addressed many issues important to the 
state’s business community.  Legislation was passed that will help businesses create jobs and 
continue on the road to economic recovery – including a number of Georgia Chamber priorities.   
 

•	 Formation of public-private partnerships to fund water supply and treatment projects  
 

•	 Clarification of the state’s lobbying laws to ensure that private individuals are able to 
discuss important issues with their elected representatives 

•	 Clarification of Georgia’s employment covenant law – protecting both employers and 
employees by allowing judges to rule based on the intent of employment agreements 

•	 Reducing a pending surcharge increase on unemployment insurance taxes paid by 
employers 

•	 Expanding health insurance options for Georgians by allowing the purchase of policies 
approved for sale in other states and creating a state commission to review health 
insurance mandates 

•	 Preserving the HOPE scholarship program 

•	 Allowing local communities to vote on Sunday sales, removing an unfair restriction on 
certain businesses 

•	 Allowing the Governor to remove members of school boards in districts that lose 
accreditation 

•	 Modernizing Georgia’s current rules of evidence to make them more consistent with 
federal standards 

Adding a federal focus
Always a strong and effective advocate under the Gold Dome, the Georgia Chamber 
recognized a growing need to be represented at the U.S. Capitol, where numerous 
legislative and regulatory decisions potentially harmful to business are under debate – 
both in the Congress and as a result of the current administration’s influence upon various 
regulatory agencies.   

Union guidelines, withholding tax requirements, trade agreements, immigration, and EPA 
regulations are just a few of the federal issues the Chamber kept close watch over in 2011, 
sharing the perspective of the business community with members of the Georgia delegation 
and asking them to vote on our behalf.   

A stronger federal focus also led to the hiring of a new Vice President of Federal Affairs, 
regular conference calls with both of Georgia’s U.S. Senators and several Representatives, 
and an enhanced Washington D.C. Fly-In, which this year offered members the opportunity 
to meet with U.S. House Speaker John Boehner, House Budget Chairman Paul Ryan and 
Oklahoma Senator Tom Coburn, as well as members of the Georgia delegation. In addition, 
the Chamber’s annual federally focused Congressional Luncheon hosted the largest 
attendance in its history – including federal and state elected officials from throughout 
Georgia – underscoring the importance of this renewed focus.
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Supporting small business
98% of companies is Georgia are small businesses, and this growing sector plays an integral role 
in not only the state’s future, but also the Chamber’s.  To help these companies succeed, the 
Georgia Chamber, through the leadership of Chair Doug Carter, created a Small Business Adviso-
ry Council in 2011 and kicked off several new programs. These included an educational webinar 
series that focused on such topics as social media, sustainability, health care reform and Geor-
gia’s new immigration law, as well as a small business resource center on the Chamber’s website.  

Encouraging sustainability
Recognizing that the future success of our state and nation is in large part dependent on our abil-
ity to balance economic growth with sound stewardship of natural resources, the Georgia Cham-
ber began the development of a sustainability program in 2011.  The effort has three primary 
goals:  education, policy development and recognition of businesses and industries that have 
made successful commitments to sustainable practices.  

Growing international opportunities
More and more, companies are looking across our borders and overseas to grow their business.  
With this in mind, the Georgia Chamber put several new programs into place in 2011 to help 
companies expand their global footprint.  Serving as a source for certificates of origin, forming 
a bi-national chambers council, identifying opportunities to participate in trade missions, and 
establishing a stronger partnership with the Georgia Department of Economic Development are 
all ways the Chamber will work with members to accomplish that goal.  



Partnering with local chambers
One of the greatest assets in any community is its local chamber of commerce, which is why the 
Georgia Chamber encourages all businesses to participate in these important organizations.  It is 
also why the Chamber has focused on building stronger partnerships at the local level through 
events, information sharing and a higher level of support.  

Adding new investor services 
The Georgia Chamber has expanded the level of service offered to investors at every level 
through key partnerships that provide bottom-line savings on office supplies, prescription drugs, 
human resources assistance and other valuable services.  All of these are ways the Chamber is 
watching out for our members’ bottom line.

Protecting our military communities
Georgia’s military bases and related industries account for 600,000 jobs and contribute more 
than $13 billion to the state’s economy each year – which is why the Georgia Chamber was 
proud to say yes when Governor Deal asked the organization to take a stronger leadership role 
with the Georgia Military Affairs Coordinating Committee (GMACC) in 2011.  With the leader-
ship of Governor Nathan Deal as Committee Chair and Major General (Ret.) David Bockel as its 
new Executive Director, GMACC is focused on preparing for potential base closure hearings, 
identifying new ways for the private sector to support military communities, encouraging the 
growth of Georgia’s defense industry and creating new opportunities for economic development 
in the regions surrounding Georgia bases.
